Air Force Waiver - Section 808 Qualification Requirements

In order to ensure that all aspects of Section 808 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2001, not specifically waived, are fully complied with, I direct that the Deputy Assistant Secretary (DAS) (Contracting) and the Associate DAS (Contracting) act as my designee to develop and implement adequate policy and guidance to ensure the future health of the contracting workforce and its ability to support the Air Force mission.

As the Chair of the Acquisition Professional Development Council, I establish subordinate boards under 10 USC 1706.  With respect to Section 808, acquisition workforce qualifications, these subordinate boards are delegated the authority to waive the requirements of 10 USC 1724 (a) through (c).  The senior Contracting official in ACC, AETC, AFSPC, AMC, PACAF, and USAFE shall serve as the subordinate board chair for their respective MAJCOMS.  Within AFMC, the senior contracting official at the headquarters and each Air Logistics Center, Product Center and Direct Reporting Unit shall serve as the subordinate board chair.  All other Air Force contracting units will process waiver requests to the Deputy Assistant Secretary (DAS) (Contracting) and the Associate DAS (Contracting).
