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While much has been written on the political air war in Southeast Asia, little effort has been focused on the economic and operational aspects of the war. Gilster attempts to fill that void with a series of case studies applying strict economic analysis to a series of air campaigns during that war. Not for the general reader, Gilster makes extensive use of econometrics and mathematical economics.
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
