AIR WAR COLLEGE STUDENT EVALUATION PROGRAM

-  Objectives

--  To determine if the intended educational objectives have been met

--  To provide feedback to students on individual performance

--  To identify substandard performance or trends as early as possible for individual assistance or corrective action

-  Course instructors evaluate academic performance in two categories.  Any deviations from academic requirements must be approved by the academic dean or the department chair, depending upon the request

--  Examinations measure achievement of course objectives

--  Academic application is evaluated in seminar participation, papers, oral presentations, and simulations

---  Course instructors provide feedback to students on performance

-  Students will be graded in each of the areas evaluated using the following letter grades:  A, A-, B+, B, B-, C+, C, C-, D or F.  Where designated, Pass/Fail grades are assigned

--  A letter grade of  “B” or above shows the educational objectives are fully achieved and is the standard at AWC

--  Performance demonstrated with letter grades of “A-“ is above the standard

--  Performance demonstrated with letter grades of “A” far exceeds the standard

    --  A grade of “B-“ shows a graded product minimally meets the standard. 

    --  Students with continued poor academic performance are placed on probation.  Appropriate assistance and counseling will be provided; graduation will be at the discretion on the AWC Commandant
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-  Student performance counseling

--  Seminar Directors conduct counseling session as appropriate with each student

--  The Seminar Director should provide feedback on academic and professional performance during the year

--  Course instructors provide timely feedback on graded activities and counsel on performance as needed

-  Grade Appeal Process (See AWCOI 36-102 for coordination details)

--  Students who receive a grade they believe does not accurately reflect their performance may appeal the grade.  An appeal is essentially a regrade

-- The results of the appeal process may be to raise, lower, or sustain the original grade

--  Appeals must be in writing and include a rationale for the grade review

--  Appeals must be initiated within five (5) days of grade notification

     --  Appeal submitted first to the instructor issuing the grade; the student may subsequently appeal the grade to the department chair and then to DF

     --  The final outcome of the appeal is returned to the student within 5 days

-  Student folders

--  Seminar Directors maintain folders on each student for documenting performance.  They contain the following:

---  All AWC Speaking and Writing Critiques completed on students

---  AWC course grade sheets (core curriculum and core electives) documenting all student graded events

---  Counseling documents or MFRs

-  AF Form 475, Educational/Training Report

--  Prepared by Seminar Director using the entire year's documented performance as inputs.  Reflects performance at AWC to include leadership and initiative, superior writing performance, and academics

--  Becomes part of officer's records 

-  Air University Registrar and Official Transcripts

--  The Air University Registrar maintains official transcripts representing completed Air University coursework

--  Upon graduation, the registrar provides transcripts to each graduate
