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Dr. Kuehl teaches military strategy and national security policy in the Information Resources Management College at the National Defense University in Washington, DC.   He teaches three of the courses comprising the Information Operations Concentration, a specialized curriculum on the strategic employment of the information component of national power, offered annually to several dozen selected students at the National War College and Industrial College of the Armed Forces.  His areas of expertise include national security in the information age, the law of war, the strategic use of the internet, public diplomacy, strategic communication, and information warfare and operations.  He retired as a Lieutenant Colonel in 1994 after nearly 22 years active duty in the USAF.  
His assignments included nearly 2500 hours "under North Dakota" as a Minuteman ICBM instructor crew commander and wing staff officer, a tour as a nuclear planner at HQ Strategic Air Command, and as a HQ USAF-sponsored graduate student at Duke University, where he earned the PhD in history.  His dissertation focused on the Air Force's employment of electronic warfare in the decade after WW II.  In his final assignment at the Air Staff he was part of the "Checkmate" planning team that in August 1990 developed the "Instant Thunder" plan for a strategic air campaign against Iraq, after which he served as chief of the Air Staff division which supported the Secretary of the Air Force's landmark Gulf War Air Power Survey (GWAPS). He authored the "Air Campaign" chapter in the DOD's Final Report to Congress on the Persian Gulf War (also known as the "Title V Report"), and was the editor of the GWAPS volume of Gulf War statistics, A Statistical Compendium. 

His publications include articles in Air University Review, Civil War History, Air Power History, Journal of Military History,  Journal of Strategic Studies, Joint Force Quarterly, Enjeux Atlantiques, National Security Studies Quarterly, United States Naval Institute Proceedings, and the Pakistan Defense Journal, and he has contributed chapters to numerous books, including Airpower: Theory and Practic; The Eagle in the Desert: Looking Back on US Involvement in the Persian Gulf War; Computer Network Attack and International Law; Cyberwar: Security, Strategy and Conflict in the Information Age, its two sequels, Cyberwar 2.0: Myths, Mysteries and Realities and Cyberwar 3.0: Human Factors in Information Operations and Future Conflict; Information Operations: the Hard Reality of Softpower, its sequel recently published by Potomac Books, Information Warfare: Separating Hype From Reality, and Elsevier’s just-published The History of Information Security: a Comprehensive Handbook.  He has contributed to the National Defense University’s “Strategic Forum” series, is on the editorial boards of Joint Force Quarterly and the Journal of Information Warfare and lectures internationally on the subject of information warfare.  He was a founding member of the Cyber Conflict Studies Association and was a member of the Defense Science Board task force that wrote the 2004 report on Strategic Communication.  He is a member of the Public Diplomacy Council and is an informal visiting professor of Information Operations at the Swedish National Defence College in Stockholm.  His current research focuses on the relationship between cyberspace, the information age and national security strategy.
