-  Objectives

--  To evaluate the effectiveness of the curriculum in accomplishing AWC educational       objectives

     --  To provide feedback necessary to keep the curriculum dynamic and responsive to Air Force, Joint, DoD, and Homeland Security needs

-  Evaluation of the effectiveness of the AWC curriculum is based on inputs from three sources:  Students, Faculty, and External Sources (graduates and senior Air Force leaders)

--  Students' comments on the curriculum are vital to AWC's continuing efforts to improve instruction.  In addition to the core seminars and lectures, students are asked to critique each of the following and offer recommendations for improvement 

---  Core Curriculum and Core Electives

---  Regional Studies, International Officer Field Trips, National Security Forum, exercises, etc.

---  The entire "AWC experience" through the Mid-Year and End-of-Year surveys

--  The faculty provides detailed feedback on curriculum content and methodology, focusing on ways to improve the course methodology

--  External Assessments

---  Alumni Survey gathers inputs from AWC graduates on the value of the AWC curriculum from the perspective of their present roles and positions

---  Senior Air Force leaders comment on the value of the AWC and provide curriculum validation
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
