SNCOA Correspondence Course 00005 Test Version 4.0 Installation Instructions

1. By installing the SNCOA Multimedia Correspondence Course Testing Software, the Test Control Officer accepts the responsibilities and test compromise restrictions as required by the Air Force Institute for Advanced Distributed Learning (AFIADL).  Compromise of Test Material is a violation of regulations and is punishable under the UCMJ.  This includes unauthorized possession, copying, manipulation, reproducing or recording of test materials, and disseminating or discussing test content outside of the testing room.

2. This testing software is to be used to replace the existing Version 3.0 testing software.  Due to changes in the tests and scoring key, the version 3.0 tests will not be scored by AFIADL.  All previous copies of the testware must be destroyed.   CAUTION: CD-ROMS can shatter when put under stress.  Using a paper cutter minimizes the risk, but eye protection and gloves are still required when cutting disks.

3. Instructions for Installing Version 4.0 testing software: The Version 3.0 testing software must be removed from the testing computers to make the Version 4.0 work correctly.  Use the following instructions to remove Version 3.0 and install Version 4.0.  If you are not sure how to accomplish the following procedures, get a computer expert you trust to help you.
To remove the previous test version
A) Using Windows Explorer, delete the Course5 directory (folder) from the computers "C:" drive.

B) Open the C:\Windows\win.ini <file:///C:/Windows/win.ini> (95 or 98) or C:\Winnt\win.ini <file:///C:/WINNT/Win.ini> (NT) file and locate the following section:

cdpath=E:

hdpath=C:

datapath=A

drivechck=false

avichck=false

audiochck=false

fontchck=false

colorchck=false

reschck=false

Delete this section, then close and save the "Win.ini" file.

Remove all shortcuts and program groups.  If you don't know how, contact your resident computer expert.
To install the new test version

A) Place the Version 4.0 CD-ROM in the CD-ROM drive.

B) Click the “START” button, then click on “Run...” then type “(Your CD-ROM drive letter):\Setup.exe” in the block.  Click “OK”.  

C) From here, follow the on screen instructions.  NOTE:  Some computers will have more than one hard drive or a partitioned drive.  In this column you may be given a choice of a “C:” or “D:” drive. You must install the course on the “C:” drive or it will not run properly.
D) This completes the installation of the new Version 4.0 testing software.  This testing software will work on Windows 95 and above (including NT and 2000).  NOTE: If you are installing this testware on Windows 2000, a test icon may not be created.  Go to the following website and click on the “ESO Info” menu for instructions to fix this problem.

The College for Enlisted Professional Military Education is not responsible for this software. 4. IMPORTANT NOTE: This test update does not affect the answer sheet manager software or the software used to FTP the files to AFIADL.  These AFIADL programs are included on this CD-ROM, but are the same files you should currently have installed on the computer you are using for this purpose.  
5. This is CONTROLLED MATERIAL.  Anytime a test is given, the CD-ROM must be placed in the CD-ROM drive for the student to be able to test.  When the testing software is not being used, the CD-ROM, along with the student’s Test Data Disk must be stored in the same manner as any other test material.  It is not required to remove the software from the computer’s hard drive after each test since none of the testable material is stored on the computer.
