“No Contact Order” Now “Military Protective Order”

The Department of Defense recently introduced a new form to be used by all branches of the military.  This form, the Military Protective Order (DD Form 2873), replaces the No Contact Orders formerly issued by commanders.  Commanders issued No Contact Orders when it was necessary to prevent a service member from having any contact with either another service member or a civilian.  Some situations where this might be necessary are if there is an actual or alleged extra-marital affair involving a member; or if a member has threatened harm to a spouse, family member, or co-worker.
          
The problem with No Contact Orders was that there was no standard form for how to issue them.  Each unit created its own form and procedure for issuing a No Contact Order.  This is the main reason why the Department of Defense has introduced the Military Protective Order.  It standardizes the process by which commanders order members to keep away from or not have contact with certain persons.
          
The form is fairly straight-forward and self-explanatory.  To access the form, click on the link below.  One thing to take note of is the “NOTE” below blocks one and two.  If the protected person’s personal information could endanger him or her if it is known to the service member, that information should be omitted because the member will receive a copy of the order.
          
The Military Protective Order will help simplify and standardize the process of ordering service members to keep away from and not contact persons needing protection.  In that regard, it makes life easier, which we all can appreciate.
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
