SITUATION:
Maj Gen Henry Morrow, Commander of AFNORTH, recently conducted a no-notice test of CAP's ability to provide aerial imagery of strategic locations all across the country
 
The "target" was a key dam on the Tennessee River that provided hydroelectric power to thousands of people in western KY.  The lake the dam creates is the largest man-made lake east of the Mississippi River...the lake extends for approx 180 miles.
 
The exercise scenario involved an explosion at the dam that weakened the structure.  
 
REQUIREMENT:
 Officials were concerned about the potential for major flooding and needed aerial photos ASAP to help determine the extent of the damage 
 
Satellite photos were considered but could not be obtained in a timely manner.  Other sources were also considered.  AFNORTH determined the best resource to accomplish the mission was CAP because our crews train regularly to do this type of mission (and we're very cost effective too!)
 
The NOC got the tasking from AFNORTH and promptly notified the alerting officer from KY Wing
 
KY Wing identified the aircrew for the mission and they launched the aircraft shortly thereafter
 
RESULT:  
The aircrew took outstanding pictures of the "target" and Gen Morrow was very pleased with the imagery CAP provided

ARCHER 



• ARCHER is a custom-designed system of hyperspectral 
imaging (HSI) hardware and software. 

• HSI is a technology that allows a sensor on a moving 
platform to detect and/or gather reflected radiation (light) 
from man-made or natural objects on the ground.   

• Hyperspectral Imaging will support current and future CAP 
missions 

• Search and Rescue (SAR) 
• Counter Drug (CD) 
• Homeland Security (HLS)   

 

 

ARCHER 



ARCHER executes three separate algorithms for target 
acquisition and identification: 

• Spectral signature matching: detects specific spectral 
signatures using matched filters (find things with known 
spectral properties) 
• Potential Missions: HLS 

• Anomaly detection: detects spectral anomalies (things that 
do not “belong”) 
• Potential Missions: Search and Rescue, Disaster Relief 

• Change detection: detects changes over time through a 
pixel-by-pixel comparison.  
• Potential Missions: HLS, Disaster Relief

• ARCHER is a non-invasive reflective light technology 

 

• ARCHER will NOT make detections: 
• Through solid materials (e.g., roofs, buildings, walls, floors, etc.) 
• Underground  
• Under snow  
• Under water 
• At night
