FAMILY HOUSING MANAGEMENT 

 
AFI 32-6001, 26 April 1994, is supplemented as follows. Asterisks (*) indicates changes since previous 
edition. 

1.3.  An equitable share of officer family housing is reserved for permanent change of station (PCS) 
students. Reserved student housing is equitably apportioned between Air Command and Staff College 
(ACSC) and Air War College (AWC) based on the number of eligible students in each class. 

*2.2.3.  (Added) Integrated housing waiting lists are maintained for Maxwell AFB and Gunter Annex.  
Separate waiting lists are established for ACSC and AWC students. All students, except those with 
approved hardships and those who are returning from remote tours, receive the same effective date and 
are placed on the appropriate waiting list by school (ACSC or AWC) and by bedroom entitlement. 
Student’s position on the waiting list is determined by rank, date of rank, length of service, and date of 
birth. Hardship applicants are indicated and placed appropriately in accordance with AFH 32-6009, 
Housing Handbook. Remote returnees receive an application date one day before the effective date 
which is announced yearly in the information letters distributed by the colleges. Students are not 
authorized a turn-down option. 

2.2.4.  (Added) Students that occupy specified student designated family housing whose permanent 
change of assignment (PCA) to Maxwell or Gunter after graduation from school continue to reside in 
their assigned unit unless there is an entitlement change or housing is not adequate; for example, field 
grade officer in 2BR unit. If this occurs, members reapply as a walk-in, placed on the permanent party 
waiting list, and moved at the time which is in the best interest of the government so as to reoccupy the 
student house; for example, during class turnaround time. 

*2.2.5.  (Added) PCS student personnel (ACSC & AWC) and permanent party senior officers are not 
permitted to express a personal preference for the location of quarters desired because designated 
student units and SOQs are only located on Maxwell; however, personal preference options may be 
expressed by all other permanent party personnel.  Preference options available are as follows:
